Requiescat in pace:

t Father Julio Estada, 91, a Spanish-born priest who arrived in South Florida in 1980 after
spending 20 years in Colombia, died June 6, 2024 in Miami. He served as associate pastor of
Saint Benedict Catholic Parish; Saint Andrew Catholic Parish; and parochial vicar at Saint John

Bosco Catholic Parish until his retirement from fulltime ministry.

He also helped at Saint Matthew Catholic Parish in Hallandale Beach and Mercy Hospital in Mi-
ami.

1 Father Vincent J. Sheehy, 89, died June 13, 2024. He was the founding pastor of Our Lady

of Lourdes Catholic Church in Venice and priest for 63 years. He also served in the Archdiocese
of Miami at parishes in Miami, West Hollywood, Fort Lauderdale, Miami Beach, and North Mi-

ami Beach.

Vote No on Amendment 4

An extremely grave amendment has been placed on the November 2024 ballot that seeks to
erase pro-life protections by inserting language into the Florida Constitution banning regulation
of abortion. This amendment to the Florida constitution would allow abortion up until birth, in-
cluding when the baby is capable of feeling pain, and would eliminate laws requiring parental
consent and safety protocols for women. The Florida Conference of Catholic Bishops is working
hard to oppose this dangerous and deceptive amendment and urges all Floridians to vote ‘No’

on Amendment 4.

It is imperative that we mobilize our people to vote NO on this amendment. Polling indicates
that we could easily lose, if we don’t get our people to vote against the amendment and to

convince other people of good will to vote against the amendment.

The Spiritual Exercises of Saint Ignatius of Loyola will be offered at the Joseph and Mary Retreat
House in Mundelein, IL from June 30 to August 2, 2024. A team of trained spiritual directors will
offer the 30-day, eight day, five day, and three day forms of the Spiritual Exercises.

Both, fingerprinting and the initial Virtus training session,
must be completed (and for fingerprinting the results must be received prior to serving as an
employee, vendor, or volunteer). New hires may take the online training during their first day as
part of their orientation. Any other scenario requires the training to be completed prior to work-
ing or volunteering.

You can verify participants’ status through your location’s Virtus User Reports (accessible by

your Local Coordinator) or by having the participant turn in their Training Report.

The Pontifical Choir will sing for major liturgical celebrations in the life of the Archdiocese cele-
brated by The Archbishop of Miami in his Cathedral-Church and elsewhere. These include Chrism
Mass, ordinations of deacons, priests, and bishops, the Rite of Election, the Rite of Reception, the

The liturgical obligations of the choir are such that they will not interfere with a chorister’s partici-
pation in their parish’s music program.
